THE BOTTOM LINE:  ñThe Building Fundò 
 

We started taking a permanent Sunday second collection for our 
building fund back in about 2007. A parishioner gave us the clever 
idea of using construction hard hats to get the point across when 
the baskets are passed around. What is done with the money  
collected in this second collection? 
 

The Building Fund collection, and all donations made to this re-
stricted account, collects money to be used for the further ad-
vancement of our parish campus. Everything you see at our parish 
campus was built with the money from our Building Fund: parking 
lots, parish hall, chapel, plaza, office building, and soon 
(November 2019 estimated ground breaking) a priest rectory so 
that the priests will be living right on campus. During our years of 
major construction (2012-2015) we had to borrow about $2.75  
million dollars, but the Building Fund collection has paid down that 
debt to just $1.7 million dollars at present. 
 

What are the plans for future development? Well, as I said above, 
we hope to complete the priest rectory house by mid-2020 without 
procuring any additional financing while we continue to pay down 
our debt. At the rate we are going, we should be debt-free by 
2025. Until we are debt-free, we would not be able to secure fi-
nancing for further development. But waiting until 2025 to lay down 
the next piece of our campus puzzle seems like too long a wait. So 
to address our debt, we have been working with Walsh & Associ-
ates, a parish consulting firm from Minnesota, to determine the 
best option for moving ahead. In July, members of the parish pas-
toral & finance councils will meet to make their suggestions, pro-
vide positive ideas, and recommend for or against a major capital 
campaign to raise enough money to erase our debt and procure 
sufficient funds to begin construction of our next building project. If 
we decide to conduct a 3-year campaign (2020-2022), then we 
would announce the start of this campaign in the fall. Depending 
upon what we believe we can realistically raise, we will determine 
what to construct next. After the rectory is completed, we will only 
have three more building projects: 1) the Catechesis Center; 2) the 
actual Church itself; and 3) the additional parking that the church 
building will necessitate. The Catechesis Center could cost be-
tween $2-3 million. The church might cost $8-9 million . . . or more! 
Sorry, but Catholic church buildings are very expensive. I have 
done profuse research over the last 13 years and have failed to 
find a Catholic church built in the United States since 2000, with a 
capacity for 1000 people, that was built for less than $6 million.  
 

All this being said, remember that anything we do moves us closer 
to final completion of the parish campus. The one thing we cannot 
legitimately do is to do nothing. As your pastor, it would be negli-
gent for me to hit the brakes and just coast my way into retirement 
at the expense of the Catholic community of St. Henry and Buck-
eye. Stay tuned for more information and thank you for your gen-
erosity to your parish and the future of the Catholic faith in the 
Buckeye Valley!

EN RESUMIDAS CUENTAS:  
"El Fondo de la Construcci·n" 

 

Comenzamos a recaudar una segunda colecci·n permanente los domin-
gos para nuestro fondo de construcci·n aproximadamente en el 2007. 
Un feligr®s nos dio la inteligente idea de usar cascos de construcci·n 
para entender la raz·n que se pasaba la canasta. àQu® se hace con el 
dinero recaudado en esta segunda colecci·n? 
 

La recaudaci·n del Fondo de Construcci·n, y todas las donaciones he-
chas a esta cuenta restringida, recolectan el dinero que se utilizar§ para 
avanzar nuestro campus parroquial. Todo lo que se ve en el campus de 
nuestra parroquia se construy· con el dinero de nuestro Fondo de cons-
trucci·n: estacionamientos, sal·n parroquial, capilla, plaza, edificio de 
oficinas y, pronto (noviembre de 2019, una rector²a de sacerdotes) para 
que los sacerdotes vivan bien en el campus. Durante nuestros a¶os de 
construcci·n importante (2012-2015) tuvimos que pedir prestados apro-
ximadamente $ 2.75 millones de d·lares, pero la recaudaci·n del Fondo 
de Construcci·n ha pagado esa deuda a solo $ 1.7 millones de d·lares 
en la actualidad. 
 

àCu§les son los planes para el desarrollo futuro? Bueno, como dije an-
teriormente, esperamos completar la casa de la rector²a de sacerdotes a 
mediados de 2020 sin obtener financiamiento adicional mientras conti-
nuamos pagando nuestra deuda. Al paso que vamos, deber²amos estar 
libres de deudas para el a¶o 2025. Hasta que estemos libres de deudas, 
no podremos obtener financiamiento para un mayor desarrollo. Pero es-
perar hasta 2025 para poner la siguiente pieza del rompecabezas de 
nuestro campus es una espera demasiado larga. Entonces, para enfren-
tar nuestra deuda, hemos estado trabajando con Walsh & Associates, 
una firma consultora de la parroquia de Minnesota, para determinar la 
mejor opci·n para seguir adelante. En julio, los miembros de los conse-
jos parroquiales de pastoral y finanzas se reunir§n para hacer sus suge-
rencias, aportar ideas positivas y recomendar a favor o en contra de una 
gran campa¶a de capital para recaudar dinero suficiente para borrar 
nuestra deuda y obtener fondos suficientes para comenzar la construc-
ci·n de nuestro pr·ximo proyecto. Si decidimos llevar a cabo una cam-
pa¶a de 3 a¶os (2020-2022), entonces anunciaremos el inicio de esta 
campa¶a en el oto¶o. Dependiendo de lo que creamos que podemos 
recaudar de manera realista, determinaremos qu® proyecto se construi-
r§ . Una vez completada la rector²a, solo tendremos tres proyectos de 
construcci·n m§s: 1) el Centro de Catequesis; 2) la propia Iglesia ; y 3) 
el estacionamiento adicional que requerir§ el edificio de la iglesia.  
El Centro de Catequesis podr²a costar entre $ 2-3 millones. La iglesia 
podr²a costar $ 8-9 millones. . . áo m§s! Lo siento, pero los edificios de 
las iglesias cat·licas son muy caros. En los ¼ltimos 13 a¶os he realizado 
una investigaci·n exhaustiva y no he podido encontrar una iglesia cat·li-
ca construida en los Estados Unidos desde el 2000, con capacidad para 
1000 personas, que se haya construido por menos de $ 6 millones. 
 

Dicho todo esto, recuerde que cualquier cosa que hagamos nos acerca 
mas a finalizar el campus parroquial. Lo ¼nico que no podemos hacer 
leg²timamente es no hacer nada. Como su pastor, ser²a negligente para 
m² frenar y acabar de retirarme a expensas de la comunidad cat·lica de 
St. Henry y Buckeye. áMant®ngase atento a m§s informaci·n y gracias 
por su generosidad con su parroquia y el futuro de la fe cat·lica en el 
valle de Buckeye!
