Are you a high school teenager age 14-17 in need of the Sacrament of 
Confirmation? Enrollment for the 2018-2019 Teen Confirmation program 
will be Sept. 16 & 23 after the 10AM and 12PM Masses and Sept. 20 from 
4PM-6PM. TEENS MUST ENROLL THEMSELVES. Parents cannot enroll 
their teenagers. We do not want this experience to be something forced 
upon the teens as they are mature enough to choose to enter this process 
by their own free will and with their own commitment to the program.  
 

BE PREPARED: Teens MUST present a copy of their Baptism certificate 
in order to enroll. If you do not have a copy on hand - - - GET ONE from 
the parish of Baptism NOW. If a teen is for some reason unbaptized, then 
the teen must present a copy of his birth certificate. Do not delay in ob-
taining these important certificates and it is always best to have a copy 
somewhere in your personal files.

to! Sin embargo la Iglesia entiende que hay situaciones en que esto 
no es posible, as² que la Iglesia permite a los padres bautizar sus 
ni¶os hasta la edad de 7 a¶os. Despu®s de esa edad, los ni¶os de-
ben pedir ser bautizados. Para los padres de habla espa¶ol que 
aun tienen ni¶os sin bautizar de 7-13 a¶os (sin estar en la high 
school), puede inscribir a sus ni¶os para preparaci·n sacramental 
en la oficina parroquial para, Bautismo, Confirmaci·n, & Primera 
Comuni·n.
