THE PASTORôS PERSPECTIVE 
"Parish Health Report: Part 5ò 

Perhaps one of the most obvious signs that a parish is leading its flock 
into a deeper embrace of the Catholic faith is that it produces healthy vo-
cations to: 1) single life, 2) married life, and 3) religious life. Part five of 
this discussion on healthy Catholic parishes will address vocations to the 
religious life. 
 

As Catholics, we have a history going back to the time of Christ as a peo-
ple guided by chosen individuals. Christ chose His Apostles and the 
Apostles in turn chose others. It has always been this way. Therefore, a 
healthy Catholic parish ought to inspire in the minds of all its youth the 
potential for living a religious life. The parish is usually the first encounter 
that a person has with the structured life of the Church. So we must ask 
ourselves if our parish is a place where a young person could view the 
religious life as a very real option? At a minimum, a young person should 
be willing to say: ñHere I am Lord, I come to do your will,ò even if Godôs 
will does not involve a religious vocation. 
 

But in order for a man to consider a vocation to priesthood or for a wom-
an to contemplate religious consecration, there must be positive encoun-
ters with those already consecrated/ordained. One should also have a 
flame of faith that desires to be part of Jesusô Church on a special level 
and to make oneôs life in this world intimately connected with the world 
beyond! 
 

As for the priesthood, it is not so much a matter of a young man declaring 
that ñGod is calling me to the priesthood,ò but also a knowledge that ñthe 
Church is calling me to serve.ò Therefore, a man who is called to priest-
hood should receive some sort of encouragement from the lay faithful, 
letting him know that we can imagine that person devoting himself to God 
as the Church requests; leading us in prayer; working in a wide variety of 
ways to preserve and build-up the faith; and representing the Catholic 
Church as a consecrated or ordained minister. He ought to be a man 
who we would follow, because he follows Christ. If there are such per-
sons in our parish, be they your sons, friends, or the young man you see 
at Mass each Sunday, then tell him that you sense he has the right quali-
ties for a religious vocation. He may give you a quizzical look, but it is 
likely that Jesusô Apostles had much the same facial expression when 
they heard the Lord tell them: ñFollow me." 

Caring For Children at Church   
Please do not let children bring hard plastic or metal toys with them 
to church. Such items are loud when played with or dropped, they 
can damage furniture like pews, and they can be distracting to oth-
er children whose parents do not allow them to bring toys to 
church. We suggest small childrenôs bible story/saint books, or soft 
dolls/stuffed animals if a child needs to hold something to remain 
calm during Mass.
